	Me and my small world – Farm trip in summer term. Learn about myself and body parts.
Enrichment
	Changes in winter – Observe through outdoor provision – changes that are happening and what clothing is essential. Extend to look at animals in cold climates.
	From city to sea - Compare and contrast Speke to a seaside town. Look at pollution in the oceans and how we can recycle. 

	What’s in my basket? – Through continuous provision at snack time.
	Let it flow – Explored through outdoor provision.
	Look all around – Explored through continuous outdoor provision, weather changes etc.

	Senses – Bake gingerbread men, explore senses through taste, touch and smell. Children to label body parts of their gingerbread men.
	From desert to jungle – Explore and compare animal habitats and look at different animals and their features and why this might help them in their environment.
	Test it out – Covered in Spring term linked with ready, steady write (make goldilocks a strong basket) exploring suitable materials. 
Also done through continuous provision in summer term.

	Let’s go outside – Completed during outside provision time
	Watch it grow – Covered in the summer term linked to ready, steady write and RE.
	Happy and healthy – Covered through circle time (PSHE) and PE lessons. Also explored through snack time about healthy snacks. Enrichment opportunity (health professional). 

	What’s changed? – Campfire activity around bonfire night – melting chocolate and cooking marsh mellows – discussing the change. Also keeping safe with fire. Looking at water and ice when appropriate. 
	Animal detectives – Follow on from desert to jungle – going into more depth around classifying animals. 
	Our wonderful world – Explored through outdoor provision – minibeast collecting. Identifying animals that are attracted to plants. 

	Day and night – Completed through white rose science activities.
	Pushes and pulls – Continuous provision through play. 
	Were going on an animal hunt – Outdoor structured activities – collecting minibeasts and observing their features.
