	· Talk about different food groups and name food from each group.

· Create exploded diagrams.
	· Make a variety of switches by using simple classroom materials e.g. card, corrugated plastic, aluminium foil, paper fasteners and paper clips.

· Make switches that operate in different ways e.g. when you press them, when you turn them, when you push them from side to side. • Teach children how to avoid making short circuits.

· Discuss, investigate and, where practical, disassemble different examples of relevant battery-powered products.
